This review was entertained by the Supreme Court by order of the Emperor
in the exercise of his Chilot prerogatives as. upon further examination of the final
decision of the Imperial High Court, it was found out: that the present appellant
has testified under oath that the respondent was his maid engaged under a contract
of employment, and that, let alone entering into a marriage relationship, he never
even had sexual relationship with her; and further, that the witnesses summoned in
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the case did not testify in favour of the respondent as pleaded in her submissions;
hence warranting review.

Held: The decision of the High Court revised and held that an “Irregular

In a suit brought before the Awraja Court, the present appellant claimed
that, upon his release from prison, the present respondent, a lawfully-wed wife of
his for 17 years and mother of his four children, refused to accept him as her
husband and, after removing all furniture and items sundry therein, deserted the
household leaving him alone in an empty house. He thus prayed the court for a
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judicial declaration of the existence of a valid marriage between the 1wo and
referral of the case to family arbitrators for final settlement. The Awraja Court
upheld his claim and referred the case to family arbitrators. Upon appeal by
present respondent, the High Court reversed the lower court’s decision and ruled
that the proven facts establish the existence of an irregular union rather than a
valid marriage under the law. This appeal was lodged in opposition 1o this
judgment.

Held: - Decision of the High Court reversed and that of the lower court
affirmed.

Children born out of wedlock — Agreements relating to maintenance for children born
out of wedlock — Whether such agreements for maintenance constitute sufficient proof of
the non-existence of a valid marriage — Mode of fulfillment of obligations as 10
maintenance — Lump sum or periodical payment — C.C. Art. 813 and 817.

The present appellant brought an action in the Awraja Court for
maintenance for herself and her two children and referral of her case 10 family
arbitrators for final settlement as she and her husband, the present respondent,
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could no longer live together as husband and wife. The present respondent
asserted, in response, that he never had any marriage relationship with the
respondent nor children by her. While the suit was pending, the two parties
referred their case to arbitrators and consequently concluded an agreement that
two children were born to them out of wedlock and that the respondent shall pay a
lump sum of Birr 6,000 as maintenance for the two children by way of final
settlement of the dispute. After this agreement, the present appellant contended
that it was entered into by mistake and requested the 4wraja Court to be allowed
to amend her original statement of claim and be allowed to introduce proof as to
the existence of a valid marriage between them. The Awraja Court rejected her
request and held that the agreement constitutes proof of the non-existence of a
valid marriage between the two. The High Court affirmed the decision and the
present second appeal was lodged in opposition to this ruling.

Held: The decision of the two lower courts as to the non-existence of a valid
marriage affirmed, that on the issue of maintenance allowance reversed.

The present respondent brought an action for maintenance and settlement
claiming that she and the present appellant were married on September 1, 1984
(EC) and lived together as husband and wife for 6 years until June 15, 1990 after
which date the present appellant threw her out of the conjugal home. Four
witnesses were called at her behest al] of whom testified that they and the two
parties to the present dispute are members of the same {dir Association and that
the two disputants were registered as husband and wife in the files of the
Association. None of them testified that they witnessed the actual celebration of
the marriage. The First Instance Court, after hearing the evidence, ruled that no
valid marriage exists between the two parties. This appeal was lodged against the
decision of the Federal High Court which, basing itself on no other evidence than
that adduced before the first Instance court, reversed its decision and ruled that a
valid marriage exists.

Held: — Decision of the Federal High Court reversed and that of the First
Instance Court affirmed.

In an action brought before the Federal First Instance Court on behalf of
her three children and on her own behalf, present petitioner pleaded that she and
her late husband were married according to custom and lived together as husband
and wife for 26 years and prayed the court for the issuance of a certificate to her
children as heirs of her late husband and herself as wife of her late spouse and
lawful guardian of her children. The present respondent appeared in opposition
and contended that the respondent was never married to the deceased and that she
alone was his lawful wife. The First Instance Court, after hearing the case, rejected
the present respondent’s claim that a lawful marriage existed between her and the
deceased but ruled in favour of her three children and her right of guardianship
over them. On appeal, the High Court reversed the decision of the lower court and
held that a valid marriage existed between the applicant and the deceased. The
case was again appealed and the Supreme Court reversed the decision of the High
Court and affirmed that of the lower court. This final petition was lodged to the

Cassation Bench of the Supreme Court in opposition to this decision of the regular
bench of the Supreme Court.

SYNOPTIC REMARKS

This Article is a case-comment on the recent controversial ruling of the Cassation
Bench of the Federal Supreme Court in the case between Gorfe Gebre Hiwot and
Aberash Dubarge et. al. In this case, the court held that a contract of sale of an
immovable can only be valid if both the requirements as to writing and registration
before a court or notary are met with. Ato Mekbib is of the opinion that this
interpretation of the provisions of the Code is untenable in law and unwise when
examined in light of public policy considerations upon which the reasoning of the
court is, in part, based upon. The full text of the judgment of the Court as well as
an English abstract is annexed to the Article. Other Ethiopian cases cited are:

* A contract of sale of an immovable property need only comply with
the requirements that it be made in writing, signed by all the parties

This appeal was lodged against the decision of the Federal High Court which ruled
that a contract of sale of an immovable property is valid and need not be registered
with a court or notary so long as the contract is made in writing, signed by the
parties and attested by two witnesses. The requirement of registration affects the
validity of the contract only vis-d-vis third parties not privy to the contract.

Held: -- Decision of the Federal High Court reversed.

¢ A contract of sale of an immovable shall have no effect unless it is
registered with a court or notary. The provisions of Art.1723 and 2878
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are not mutually exclusive. Article 1723 lays down the special form
which a contract of sale of an immovable has to follow in order to
acquire validity. Art. 2878 imposes the additional requirement of
registration in the register of immovable properties once a valid
contract of sale has been entered into.

In a suit instituted by the present petitioner against the first respondent to
recover her father’s share of the common property of the spouses as his heir, the
present second respondent appeared in opposition claiming that the inheritance
includes a house and a 400 sq. meter plot sold to him by the deceased and his then
spouse, present first respondent. The latter (first respondent) confirmed the sale
and pleaded that she has no objection to the second respondent’s intervention in
the suit. The Federal First Instance Court, after hearing the witnesses called by the
parties, upheld the validity of the contract of sale and ruled in favor of the second
respondent. This decision was affirmed by the Federal High Court on appeal. The
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present application was lodged before the Cassation Bench in protest against this
final judgment.

Held: — Decision of the High Court reversed.

* Under the provisions of Article 1723 (1) of the Civil Code, a contract
creating or assigning rights in ownership of an immovable has to satisfy
two requirements in order to be valid. The first requirement relates to
written form: the contract has to be rendered in writing, The second is that
it should be registered with a court or notary. Since a contract of sale is one
of the ways through which a right of ownership is transferred, it is included
within the ambit of this provision. As a result, a contract of sale of an
immovable can only be valid if both the requirements as to writing and
registration before a court or notary are satisfied.
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ESTABLISHING A MODEL
FOR LAW FIRM ORGANIZATION
AND MANAGEMENT*

1. Introduction

Managing a law firm presents a challenging balancing act, one of improving
service to clients while keeping legal fees low. Firms that wish to be as
successful as possible must then ensure they have passionate, skilled lawyers
who enjoy their craft, as well as 2 sound set of business practices. Organization
is as important to a firm as legal ability, and the combination of solid business
practices and legal work is the mixture that ledds to the term “legal services”.
The prime motivator behind a law firm should not be profits or catering to
lawyers, but — as with the legal profession as a whole — catering to clients.

The core of a client-driven firm is its devotion to skilled legal work and
the provision of such scrvice in a professional manner. As trite as it may
initially sound, the concept of ‘professional service’ is an incredibly nuanced
term that involves many more layers than the average lawyer or client is apt to
recognize. This is due in large part to the fact that firm organization and
management are not competencies that are ordinarily taught or tested to
prospective lawyers, and because those lawyers that do attempt to enter the
world of firm management are faced with an inscrutable wall of intricacy.

Yet developing a good model for law firm organization and
management nced not be so daunting a task. A number of basic principles
govern the proper coalescence of a law firm. The following introduction to
these strategics is intended to provide a set of guidelines for understanding the
proper procedure and processes of running a firm. Much will turn on the

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content of the as-yet unknown directives regarding the establishment of law
firms, but the basic principles outlned below are applicable to almost any
system permitting the formation of law firms.

2. The Legal Profession and the Need for Better Management

The first concept to understand when trying to devise a model for firm
management is that good organization and good management do not mean
putting legal skills and services to the side. Rather, it means enhancing the legal
worl that is done, and ensuring the maintenance and expansion of the provision
of legal services. The two are not mutually exclusive, and while they are not
interdependent, the only route to improvement is throngh recognizing the
interplay between legal skill provision and legal profession management.’

Much of what lawyers do on a day-to-day business is administrative or
managerial in nature. Filing, meetings, letters, communications, tepozts, billing
and docketing are all integral, non-legal aspects of running a law practice. To
deny the admunistrative roles of lawyers is to deny a foundational aspect of the
profession.

There are incredibly strong links between management and legal skills.
A firm can have the best of intentions as group of lawyers, but without the best
of management and organizational skills, it won’t provide legal services as best
as it otherwise could. At a more practical level, most lawyers need to profit in
order to conunue to provide services. In fact, the argument could be made that
pro boro obligations, rules regarding mandatoty acceptance of cases (such as the
‘cab-rank’ rule), and rules agamst abandoning important cases for non-payment
of fees all recognize the profit-making motivadon for most lawyers and create
exceptions to the rule of this motive. It scems their role is at least in part to
ensure that the impetus for lawyers is not solely profit,

To construct a paradigm for firm management around profit, however,
would be misleading and lend itself to an organizational model open to lax
controls and arbitrariness. A more uscful and beneficial model, for both the
lawver and client, is a client-focused model. Clients require cost-effective

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provision of quality legal services, and this requires proper, rigorous
management skills gnd processes. This shouldn’t been as anathema to the ideal
of lawyers acting in the intcrest of justice or shirking their professional
responsibility. Rather, it should be seen as adherence to the ethical obligation
that exists in virtually every professional code of conduct to provide quality,
efficient service to clients.

A good organizational model will incorporate seven key features, all of
which revolve around the axis of finance, marketing and production. A strong
management framework is necessary to ensure a smooth interaction between
these aspects of the model. Excellent lawyers must be supplemented by
excellent managers, and often must act as managers themselves to ensure they
can provide the best legal services in the most efficient and appropriate manner
to their clients.

3. Management Framework

As noted above, management is an integral aspect of any lawyer’s
practice, whether a sole pracdtioner or a firm partner. Poorly managed firms
mat get by on their legal talent, but the best managed firms will not only ateract
the best lawyers, but enhance the provision of their legal services to clients. The
model becomes one of self-perpetuating reinforcement, that builds upon the
myriad skills of managers and lawyers to provide continuously improving
service to clients.

Any good management framework is rooted in disciphne. Lvery
manager must be disciplined in the role he or she plays in running the firm. An
effective manager plays a number of roles within the firm, many of which
extend beyond mere administrative tasks. They are symbols of the firm,
particularly to clients and the external world. They act as leaders within the
firm. They are liaisons for internal and external relations, building networks
. both mnside and outside of the firm. They monitor information on an ongoing
basis, distribute information appropriately to firm members, and act as
spokespersons in sharing information with non-firm members. A manager also
ACts as an centrepreneur, one who is looking for ways to positively change the

firm and implementing plans for doing so. A manager will act as a
troubleshooter for the firm, partcularly when assessing internal systems and
processes, A manager also acts as a resource allocator, scheduling,

programming and authorizing the distribution of resources through the firm.
Finally, a manager 1s a negotiator on behalf of the firm.

These tasks are essential to the functioning of a law fitm, but they can
only be performed by someone who is attuned to the peneral skills of being a
manager regardless of their formal duties. A good manager understands the tole
that the firm as a whole expects him/her to play, allowing her to pursue the
firm’s agenda. Also, she will accept her management duties willingly, and not
because she feels compelled to do so. Good managers take care of their time,
and also set aside time to reflect on the goals, ditections and needs of the firm,
as opposed to solely involving themselves in the day-to-day running of the
organization. Managers should leatn the process of making decisions, make
dectsions on the best available information, and develop their ability innovate
and introduce change to the firm. As well, a good manager understands that the
internal dynamics of a firm are opportunities for introducing change. Managets
must delegate, and they must also understand their own strengths and
weaknesses in order to properly delegate and assume responsibility.

In order to select the leadership of a firm, the members need to look
beyond lawyering skills and examine the managerial skills of candidates. The
best lawyers will not necessarily make the best managers, and although it will
come as a blow to the self-esteem of some, it is preferable to have a proper
manager, as opposed to one who is appointed by sheer dint of legal skill and
experience. Lawyers or candidates who can plan effectively; are creative; deal
well with criticism; are persistent, confident, and good communicators; are risk-
takers; are self-motivated; and, set and meet goals make the best managers.

As such, the best managers for firms, and virtually every other business
otganization 1s usually a professional manager, not a lawyer. Of course, in
smaller firms, 1t isn’t always possible to seek out a professional manager, and a
lawyer often assumes double duty as practitioner and manager. In these
situations m particular, one is aided by the institution of a flexible, decisive
management structure that focuses on the three aspects of firm management —
finance, marketung and service production. Three managers individually
responsible for each area is the optimal system. From amongst this trio, one
will usually stand out as the most capable leader. Together, the three should
define a management structure that meets the needs of the firm, particularly in
relation to size and resources.
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4. Strategic Planning

The development of 2 management structure is part of the necessary
strategic management and planning that a firm must regularly undertake. Good
planning will focus the firm on its goals, improve communication and
leadership, give managers the resources to do their jobs, and create a rational
distribution of resources throughout the firm. Strategic planning is 2 framework

for change, allowing firms to understand what they should do to prepare for the
furure.

The planming process itself is ongoing, but at the initial stages should be
inclusive. Members ought to get together to assess the needs and resources of
the firm, and its ultimate goals. A mission statement may be developed as part
of the process. When laying down 1its goals, the firm must outline specific
strategics to meet these goals. Dedicated timelines for implementation and
review must be instituted, and the tasks must be allocated. People must be
made responsible for each task, and held accountable in their roles as managers.

Strategic planning lays a foundation for a firm and its managers to
follow. It must be an ongoing process. Plans, priorities, and business
environments change regularly, and managers and members lose focus or are
distracted by other mundane tasks. This makes it paramount to revisit the

planning process and documents on 2 regular basis, to ensure the firm is going
in the direction it wants.

5. Marketing

A key component of planning and management is marketng. In the
context of a law firm, marketung mecans servicing chents. Client service should
be the guiding hight for every law firm, and so marketing administrators must be
part of the core management tearm. This is the best way to ensure the interests
of clients are always considered when decisions are being made at the
managerial level. In addition to service management, the client-firm relationship
must be expanded to be a partnership. The firm needs to listen to the needs,
desires and expectations of clients in order to be able to effectively serve them.
In order to ensure members are ready to properly serve clients, the firm must
train its staff in the art of customer service. The firm must also create a
perception, inside and outside the firm, that clients are at the core of the firm’s
mission. They are the most unportant part of the firm, more important than
managers ot lawyers, and reladonships with clients will drive the firm forward.



As well, firms should introduce petformance standards that focus on chents,
assessing whether lawyers, in performing their legal duties, are also meeting the
requirements for serving customers. A good firm is also selective when it
comes to clients, ensuring the needs, wants and cxpectations of the client match
up with the services offered by the firm. Finally, a well-marketed firm will
reward those lawyers who best meet client needs.

6. Financial Management

Proper financial management is integral to running an effective law firm.
Fmancial management includes accounting and record keeping, as well as profit-
making. The three main areas of financial records are operating information,
management accounting, and financial accounting.  An effective financial
system will involve three. further systems: a solid accounting system, proper
budgeting, and effective financial controls and safeguards.

Operatng information is merely the collection of raw internal data, such
as billable hours and docketing. It should include time inventories, revenue
accounts, accounts receivables, and accounts payable. This raw data is used to
generatc  management accounting information, which becomes internal
assessments and documents. These documents are used for strategic planning
purposes, and creating financial policies, and measuring performance. Financial
accounting information is documentation produced for external use, for law
societies, banks, and governments.

The financial system must be invested in and propetly managed. The
accounting system itself will almost always have to be produced by external
accountants, not the lawyers. It must be simple and flexible, and have a useful
chart of accounts incorporated into it. The budget is a simple financial
projection of estimated profits and expenses. A good chart of accounts,
mentioned above, 1s of tremendous value. It breaks down the accounts into
stmple but detailed categoties of assets, liabilities, revenues and expenses. The
chart is used to determine resoutce needs and allocation, and is essential to good
budgeting. Partner and member expectations of work and profit should be
incorporated inta the budget forecast. Then, throughout the year these billing
expectations and trends can be assessed with billing realities, allowing the firm
time to remedy any problems. Financial control systems involve direct and
indirect controls. Expenses can be affected by changing the lawyer-staff ratio.
As well, strict requirements for regular time kecping will show an increase in
profits nearly immediately. The firm should also set reasonable billing rates for
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each member and the market. As well, there must be effective bill collection
mechanisms in place. Unbilled hours must also be monitored, to ensure work-
in-progress is eventually billed in a timely fashion. Finally, overhead and
operating costs must be strictly monitored at all times, even when profits are up.

7. Human Resource Management

As shown by the discussion of managers and management above, the
importance of good people in the proper roles cannot be overestimated.
Human resource management is one part recruitment or selection, and one part
maintenance. Without the proper people continually engaged in the proper
work, a firm 1s bound to falter.

a. Maintenance

In repards to maintenance of human resources, there are two areas that
a firm must focus on. It must develop the self-esteem of its staff and lawyers,
and 1t must respond to the needs of clients in their interactions with members
of the firms, Disgruntled employecs will create disgruntled relationships with
chents who will ultimately become unsatisfied. Relationships with clients and
co-workers must be fully developed, and this is best done through team
management.

Team management includes all members, staff, lawyers and partners, in
the management of the firm. The opinions of all are tested and valued through
debate and open communication. Such valuations serve to enhance the self-
esteem of all involved, and help motivate workers at the same time. Positive
reinforcement is probably the best motivator for employees, and participatory
management 1s the best way to ensure employees remain committed and
motivated.

When employees are assessed on the basis of their work performance,
and not their staff position, when their ideas are included, when their manager
acts as a resource and enabler and not a dictator, when open communication
flows between all emplovees, when mutual support and cooperation arc
commonplace, then firm emplovees will be as motivated as possible. A smart
firm will create these conditions in 2 number of ways. It will give people the
authority, autonomy and responsibility to make decisions, compelling them to
be mnvolved in the firm management. As well, 1t will encourage the articulation
of goals and comments from all employees. The firm won’t let rigidity prevent
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creauvity and innovation that solves problems and helps the fitm. In addinon,
the firm will position itself and its employees so they can best do their jobs of
serving clients. Finally, a firm will focus on its values and missions, and allow
itself and employees to adapt to changing conditions in order to adhere to these
values. In so doing, they will encourage employees to seck ways to improve the
firm.

Another key element in human resource management is the partnership
arrangement. A good partnership agreement is essential to running a firm.
Fach partmer or potential partner should express his or her personal and
professional long- and short-term goals to the others. Once these goals are set,
then the issue of compensation must be dealt with, as it can otherwise be
corrosive. Specific compensation goals must be developed, in order to develop
a system of properly dividing profits. The partners should decide what they
want to reward with compensation — business development, billable hours, legal
skill, etc. — and develop a system that focuses on the selected factors. Some
factors in developing a compensaton agreement may include fee billing, fee
receipt, billable and non-billable time, client development and recruitment, and
overhead reducuon.

Before entering into a partnership agreement, lawyers must take an
honest look at themselves and their prospective partners. ' If there is not a
personality fit between the partners, if they will be unable to work together
harmoniously, if there will be constant friction, it may be best to refrain from
entering into an agreement. The agreement, if signed, will be impossible to
maintain.

A final part of maintenance includes the training of employees. All
employees and staff must receive ongoing, regular professional development
that is targeted to both their cutrent jobs and future needs, as determined by the
firm’s requirements. People should be encouraged to become better at their
jobs, but also to aim upwards. Such professional development creates an
engaged, motivated asset base for the firm to rely upon.

b. Recruitment
Before a staff can be maintained, involved, and focused on the firm and

its' clientele, it must be hired. Recruitment and selection are of paramount
importance. In much the same way one cannot maintain a law firm when the
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partners are at odds, the firm will not perform optimally when the wrong people
work there.

The best recruiters are thorough and professional in their work. Job
descriptions and dudes are strictly defined in advance of any hiring notice. The
requisite skills and abilities are then derived from these descriptions. As well,
proper and adequate compensation must be sct. Remember the value the
employee will bring to your firm, and the value it will take to bring the
employee. A variety of recruiting options — internal, external HR firms, and
informal services such as newspapers and trade magazines — must be utilized to
canvass all the best available candidates. In addition, professional, planned,
rigorous and standardized interviews must be conducted to ensurc all the
necessary informaton is gathered and can be compared to other candidates. All
references should be checked, and the hiring decision should be made
immediately. Once hired, the firm should contact with the employee until he or
she actually starts at the firm, in order to encourage them and foster a positive,
eager mindset. !

8. Producing Legal Services

Producuvity i1s the best barometer of a management system and style.
Each manager should be able to assess her own performance based on the
productivity of her team and herself. In order to be the most productive
manager possible, a good manager will focus on enhancing the firm’s key
resources: capital, physical assets, ime and knowledge. The firm’s capital must
be located and assessed. Can it be redistributed so as to enhance productivity,
mnstead of supporting unproductive areas such as accounts receivable ar unbilled
work hours? The improvement of physical assets is also critical. Space must be
efficiently managed, as must other resources, particularly technological ones.
ILawyers must be traned to use computers and other new technology,
particularly informauon sources, so as to maximize their cfficiency. Time
management skills must be adopted. An employee should audit how he or she
spends his or her time, and determine whether the tasks performed ought to be
done by others. Important short and long-term goals and priorities must be
developed, and then the strategies for achieving them scheduled. Finally,
technical knowledge must be enhanced. This can be done through precedent

systems, case management sharing systems, technological training and a vatiety
of other tools.
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9. Information Management

Information is an incredibly vital tool that no successful firm can afford
to neglect. Efficient information management will have a tremendous effect
upon client service, improving administrative opetations, service delivery, cost
reduction, faster response and delivery times, and the automation of marketing
acuvites. Effective information management and use of technology can be a
foundation for firm growth.

The use of computers is critical to information management. While a
great deal of capital must be outlayed, the benefits are widespread. Computers
can lower costs by reducing the need for physical space, doing the work of.
several employees, and eliminating redundant practices. They also improve
reaction and service dehivery times, providing better informaton for planning
and forecasting, allowing more information to be accessed quickly so as to
permit quicker evaluations, and reducing turnaround time on jobs. Also,
computers can improve accuracy in record keeping and work petformed, as well
as improving the quality and quantity of information available to management.

Lawyers must play an integral role in the process of developing an
information management system. The firm must first decide the business needs
and professional responsibilities to be satisfied by the information management
system. It must then ensure that these requirements are conveyed to the
system designer, and the system created is by the lawyers and not a computer
company. Also, the computers and system should be treated as a resource for
cost-reduction, rather than an ongoing expense. They should be fully utlized to
ensure the firm is operating as efficiently as possible. In this vein, an inability to
access legal resources should be seen as a business problem, not a computer
error. The access to information is of critical importance to legal practice, much
more o than a computer problem, so it should be treated as such.

A good information management system will incorporate a set of
protocols and sub-systems that direct day-to-day client service. A client
management service will act as a database of all relevant client and case
information, including the scope of the retainer. On top of this, a tickler or
reminder system will ensure that all deadlines and tasks are completed on time.
The tickler system must be centralized, out of the hands of only the individual
lawyer. It must provide advance and final notices for all deadlines and tasks to
be mer, and it must allow lawyers to distinguish between the most urgent
notices. Finally, it must a standardized systerh used by the firm with strict
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enforcement rules. A rickler system may be computerized, o it may consist of a
secretary placing reminder cards in the lawyer’s mailbox on a daily basis. As
well, written systemns for completing legal work will balster the first two systems.
These written systems are essentially legal procedure manuals that allow tasks ro
be easily complered and assessed. They include instructions on completing the
task, a checklist of requirements, a rcference guide for the process as a whole,
Act as a control on inexperienced staff or lawyers, help maintain standards, and
document the completion of tasks. Fmally, an information distribution system
for both clients and siaff is necessary to kecp bath groups infortned about the
cases at hand.

10. Conclusion

Fiffective firm management and organization depend upon good
managers developing good internal pracaces that are aimed at setving the needs
of clienrs. A weﬂ—managcd firm acts in kecping with its cthical obligations, and
helps serve the public, through the provision of cost-ctfective, quality services.
In a junisdiction where law firms are relatively new and the legal Limits untested,
the development of a firm along the lines of the model suggested herein will
provide a basic platform allowing the members to manage the best law firm they

Can.
